2. Recipients are responsible for maintenance and insurance of Bursary equipment and are advised to include it in their Home and Contents Insurance Policy.
3. Purchases of equipment through Bursary funds are to be finalised by the end of the financial year in which the Bursary is awarded (30 June 2011). Unused funds extending beyond this period will be withdrawn unless the recipient can demonstrate a reason acceptable to the Committee.

4. Vision Australia is the recommended supplier of adaptive equipment.

5. Successful applicants must agree to participate in the promotion and publicity of the Vision Australia Further Education Bursary, including attendance at their State or Territory’s award ceremony.

6. Successful applicants not yet residing in Victoria, the Australian Capital Territory, New South Wales, Queensland, the Northern Territory or Tasmania, but who intend to move to one of these locations for their course of study will not be provided with their equipment until evidence of relocation is supplied.

7. Students will be required to submit a copy of their academic transcript at the end of each semester for their first year of study after receiving the Bursary.

8. If a student does not persist with their studies at least for one year after the granting of the Bursary, Vision Australia has the right to reclaim all adaptive equipment purchased with Bursary funds or to request repayment of those funds.

9. Vision Australia is continually seeking to improve its services. Successful applicants must agree to give feedback about their Bursary up until the completion of their course. A short questionnaire or survey will be conducted at the end of each semester until the end of their first year of study. It will be conducted again on completion of the course and one year after completion of the course.
