Twice a year we produce a list of new titles which inform Library members about what’s recently been added to the catalogue. Please note that some of these titles may still be in the production process and not yet available for loan.  We produce an audio disk of new Daisy titles and Braille ‘book’ of new Braille titles.  On request, borrowers may subscribe to the Daisy and/or the Braille new titles list.  The list is also available in Microsoft Word for both formats. If you prefer the electronic version you can search the document using your Microsoft Word search function key stroke short cut – Ctrl F.

The disk is structured so you can navigate the subject interest codes alphabetically. At the beginning of the disk there are instructions on how to navigate the disk.  We have included them below for you information. Navigating the New Titles Disk
PLEXTOR PTN1
To skip between subject headings, press the scroll DOWN button (number 0) repeatedly until the Level option is announced. Press the RIGHT arrow (number 9) key or left arrow (number 7) key repeatedly to move forward or backwards through the headings.
PLEXTOR PTX1

To skip between subject headings, firmly TAP the fast forward or rewind buttons.

VICTOR CLASSIC X+
To skip between subject headings (Levels), press the DOWN key until the Level option is announced. Press the RIGHT arrow (number 6) key or left arrow (number 4) key repeatedly to move forward or backwards through the headings.

To skip between sentences/sections in a book entry (Phrase), press the DOWN key until the Phrase option is announced. Press the RIGHT arrow (number 6) key or left arrow (number 4) key repeatedly to move forward or backwards through the sections.

From the highs of the racetrack to the lows of suspensions and near bankruptcy, Bart shares his unique perspective on an extraordinarily long period of Australian racing. Along the way he illuminates - with his trademark dry wit - the colourful trainers, jockeys and owners who populate the industry.
