Client Representative Council (CRC) update
We’ve come a long way!

Vision Australia’s client representative framework is now two years old and the CRC can look back on some solid achievements. When the original four blindness organisations amalgamated to form Vision Australia, all the former client bodies were dissolved and a new charter was created by clients. It was an ambitious initiative, bringing client participation to new heights. 
A strong client body has developed and now a new stage is to be reached as the appointed committees become fully democratised. From August, elections will be held within Local Client Groups (LCG) leading to fully representative Regional Client Committees (RCC) and a Client Representative Council.

The Regional Client Committees in the five administrative regions of Vision Australia are forming strong relationships with regional and local branch managers. The CRC is involved with the i-access Committee and has provided input into the Client Services Model and the establishment of a National Contact Centre. 
“Let’s not forget the huge effort two years ago”, says David Brant, CRC Chair, “when many clients saw the merger as an opportunity to give clients a real voice and set to work to achieve a new standard.” 
Today, clients have many forums where their ideas and opinions can be heard. 
Queensland now has its own Regional Client Committee, chaired by Helen Cummins. A committee of 10 has been appointed from districts stretching from Brisbane in the south to Mossman up north and west to Toowoomba. It’s expected that client representation will spread quickly in Queensland as existing support groups register as LCGs.

It’s all happening in Region 4 
Clients in Region 4 have been real trailblazers in the creation of LCGs. CRC members Claire Hogan and Stephen Belbin are ecstatic about client activity in this region and following a very successful and interactive face-to-face workshop in February, it’s been full steam ahead for the RCC in northern NSW.

Besides each RCC member taking up a specific role, the committee has also matured and strengthened its relationship with Vision Australia staff and clients throughout Region 4. This is evident in the number of new Local Client Groups that have formed throughout this region since February. The groups are spread far and wide, including Lismore, Bellingen, Kempsey, Nelson Bay and Cessnock. Groups in Casino and Kyogle may soon come on board, too. With the achievements so far and the goals ahead, there’s no stopping Region 4 on the road to creating a successful consultative framework for all Vision Australia clients.


Keep in touch
The CRC meets regularly, most recently in early May. After each meeting a summary of activity is sent to the Vision Australia Board and to each of the RCCs.

News and announcements
Having a say about information access
Early last year the Client Representative Council (CRC) met with Vision Australia’s General Manager Business Development, Tim Evans, to discuss how clients can have input into the operation of Vision Australia’s Information Library Service. This resulted in the formation of the i-access Client Advisory Committee, with Mark Boyd as its Chair.

A committee charter was developed and late last year clients were invited to apply to join. Positions were offered to clients in late February and the committee first met in Melbourne in March. It plans to hold meetings, mostly by phone, every two months. 

The committee’s role is to work with Vision Australia management to develop information access for people with a print disability. While it is not a mechanism for resolving grievances, the committee is interested in your feedback.
The committee members are: Mark Boyd (Chair), Peter Johnson (Western Australia), Paul Patterson (Northern Territory), Robyn Bree (Queensland), Sue Thompson (NSW/ACT), Bill Jolley (Victoria), Ricky Buchanan (print handicaps other than vision impairment), Henry Macphillamy (tertiary students), Neville Kerr (Vision Australia radio users), Anne Jackson (Tasmania) and John Brudenall (a co-opted member).

There are four ex-officio members from Vision Australia’s Library Information Service: Tim Evans (General Manager, Business Development), Rebecca Herrington (National Manager, Information Library Services), Stephen Jolley (Manager, Vision Australia Radio) and Karl Hughes (National Manager, Library Production). 

Three positions are still vacant - representatives for South Australia, parents of children who are blind, and culturally and linguistically diverse communities.

The committee hopes to develop a vibrant interaction with clients to ensure it accurately represents your views. No decision has been made as to how the committee will communicate with clients, and any suggestions would be welcome.

Vision Australia Employment Survey a first
According to the recently released Vision Australia Employment Survey, 63% of people who are blind or have low vision that want to work are unemployed – that’s five times the national average. The Employment Survey, which was officially launched at a Parliamentary Dinner in March, was created to establish an accurate level of national employment levels among people who are blind or have low vision and to discover the reasons why people are not working. Vision Australia hosts digital leaders

International specialists from the DAISY (Digital Accessible Information SYstem) Consortium gathered together for an annual general meeting at Melbourne’s Saville on Russell May 3. 

DAISY was created to lead the worldwide transition from analogue to digital talking books and is now used in 30 countries. In attendance at the meeting were the President of the DAISY Consortium, Elsebeth Tank from Denmark; Stephen King from Britain’s Royal National Institute of the Blind and George Kerscher of Recording For the Blind and Dyslexic in the United States. 
High-flier finishes his amazing journey
Miles Hilton-Barber has become the first person who is blind to fly from London to Sydney in a microlight. He touched down at Sydney’s Bankstown Airport on 30 April, having taken off from Britain’s Biggen Hill on 7 March. The 58-year-old, who relied on speech-output technology to navigate, raised money for a charity that restores the sight of children in developing countries.

Audio Description Program 
About the service

Audio description is the narration of visual aspects of live theatre performances, tours and videos. Vision Australia’s free service helps bring entertainment to life for people who are blind or have low vision.   


Theatre productions
Our volunteers offer live descriptions of a play’s visual elements through a small radio receiver and single earpiece. Before a play, they provide program details and describe costumes and settings. Throughout the play, descriptions of actions and expressions are transmitted via small radio receivers during gaps in the dialogue. 
The service is available in Victoria at the Princess Theatre, the Regent Theatre, Her Majesty’s Theatre, the Comedy Theatre, The Arts Centre and in Albury and Geelong.

In Sydney, it is offered at the Opera House, the Sydney Theatre and Ensemble Theatre. In Canberra, audio description is provided at the Canberra Theatre Centre.
