“What Angels Fear” by C. S. Harris.
Series: Sebastian St. Cyr, Book 1.

Summary: It's 1811, and the threat of revolution haunts the upper classes of King George III's England. Then a beautiful young woman is found savagely murdered on the altar steps of an ancient church near Westminster Abbey. A duelling pistol discovered at the scene and the damning testimony of a witness both point to one man, Sebastian St. Cyr, Viscount Devlin, a brilliant young nobleman shattered by his experience in the Napoleonic Wars. Now a fugitive running for his life, Sebastian calls upon his skill as an agent during the war to catch the killer and prove his own innocence. In the process, he accumulates a band of unlikely allies, including the enigmatic beauty Kat Boleyn, who broke Sebastian's heart years ago. In Sebastian's world of intrigue and espionage, nothing is as it seems, yet the truth may hold the key to the future of the British monarchy, as well as to Sebastian's own salvation.

The deaths of Rob Castor and his girlfriend begin a story that mines the explosive terrains of love and paternity, marriage and its intricacies, family secrets, loyalty and fate. The friendship between Nick Framingham and Rob goes back to childhood.  It's six months after Rob's death. Nick's ten-year marriage to his college sweetheart is faltering and he's disconnected from his kids.  He's seeking comfort and answers in Rob's sister Belinda.  As Nick grapples with the events that led to the death of his friend, his own life unravels in a spectacular way; he discovers hidden truths about himself that rock his foundations...
“The Lucky Country” by Donald Horne.

Summary: The phrase 'the lucky country' has become part of our lexicon; it's forever being invoked in debates about the Australian way of life, but is all too often misused by those blind to Horne's irony. When it was first published in 1964 The Lucky Country caused a sensation. Horne took Australian society to task for its philistinism, provincialism and dependence. The book was a wake-up call to an unimaginative nation, an indictment of a country mired in mediocrity and manacled to its past. Although it's a study of the confident Australia of the 1960s, the book still remains illuminating and insightful decades later. The Lucky Country is valuable not only as a source of continuing truths and revealing snapshots of the past, but above all as a key to understanding the anxieties and discontents of Australian society today.
“Thirteen Tonne Theory: Life Inside Hunters & Collectors” by Mark Seymour.

Summary: Step inside one of Australia's most beloved and hard-working bands. For eighteen years, Mark Seymour fronted Hunters and Collectors - although he was never remotely in control of it. Together they released songs that remain Australian anthems, such as Throw Your Arms Around Me, and The Holy Grail. The band was also a great social experiment - an artistic collective that shared everything equally - from the drinks rider to song writing copyright. With superstardom always just out of reach, they hit the road, becoming an efficient and relentless touring machine that kept pubs overflowing around the country. But what happens to a band that sees its future packed in a thirteen-tonne truck on a never-ending highway? It couldn't last. In the end, 'Hunnas' didn't break up so much as switch itself off. Seymour provides a candid view from the front of the stage, looking out across the heaving sea of fanatically loyal fans and at the dedicated but road-worn men around him. With a songwriter's eye for the perfect detail, he tells the truth about the endless fried breakfasts, between-gig comas, bewildering industry negotiations and the struggle to be heard in a democracy of blokes.

Twenty years on, Maggie is living alone in New York City when a surprise visit from her grandfather brings a revelation and a proposition to reunite the family. As the Faradays gather in Ireland, Maggie begins to realise that the women she thought she knew so intimately all have something to hide...

A military experiment in the year 2021 has thrust an American-led multinational armada back to 1942, right into the middle of the U.S. naval task force speeding toward Midway Atoll - and what was to be the most spectacular U.S. triumph of the entire war. Thousands died in the chaos, but the ripples had only begun. For these veterans of Pearl Harbour - led by Admirals Nimitz, Halsey, and Spruance - have never seen a helicopter, or a satellite link, or a nuclear weapon. And they've never encountered an African American colonel or a British naval commander who was a woman and half-Pakistani. While they embrace the armada's awesome firepower, they may find the twenty-first century sailors themselves far from acceptable. Initial jubilation at news the Allies would win the war is quickly doused by the 
chilling realization that the time travellers themselves - by their very presence - have rendered history null and void. “The Christesen Romance” by Judith Armstrong.

Summary: Tells the story of two extraordinary people, each of whom has made a unique contribution to Australia's cultural history. At a time when Australian universities were masculine domains, Nina Christesen pioneered the teaching of Russian language and literature, and steered her fledgling discipline through the political tempests of the Cold War years. In part, this book tells the story of her remarkable career, from an idyllic childhood in imperial Petersburg and a perilous escape across Siberia, to her mature years as a charismatic educator, whose fame had spread from Melbourne to Moscow. Her husband, Clem Christesen, founding editor of Meanjin, forged his magazine into a spearhead for the postwar revival of Australian writing. Driven by an altruistic vision of a local culture that would be confident but not brash, distinctive but not parochial, Clem devoted his energies to fostering the talents of others for over thirty years.

The town and its surround teem with extraordinary characters: Elias Smith the outcast saviour, the religious zealot Mozzie Fishman, the murderous mayor Stan Bruiser, the moth-ridden Captain Nicoli Finn, the activist and prodigal son Will Phantom, and above all, the queen of the rubbish-dump Angel Day and her sea-faring husband Normal Phantom, the fish-embalming king of time - figures that stride like giants across this storm-swept world.

But his feelings for her, and for her handsome teenage son, are complicated by the sudden arrival on his doorstep of the celebrated Australian novelist Elizabeth Costello, who threatens to take over the direction of his life and the affairs of his heart.

Thornhill, a man neither better nor worse than most, soon has to make the most difficult choice of his life.

Amongst the swaying cars full 
of cows, pigs and wheat, an unlikely seduction occurs between Robert Pettergree, a man with an unusual taste for soil, and Jean Finnegan, a talented young seamstress with a hunger for 
knowledge. In an atmosphere of heady scientific idealism they settle in the impoverished Mallee with the ambition of proving that science can transform the land. With failing crops and the threat of a new World War looming, Robert and Jean are forced to confront each other, the community they have destroyed, and the impact of progress on an ancient and fragile landscape.
