If a person has a combined loss of vision and hearing that causes problems with communication, learning, socialisation, activities of daily living and mobility, Vision Australia’s Deafblind Services can help.

what can we do?

Deafblind Services aims to expand each person’s choices and opportunities across all aspects of their life.  

Service objectives are:

· To provide individual assessment, advice and intervention to:

·  maximise clients’ use of any remaining vision and/or hearing

·  to enhance clients’ level of community participation and independence in areas of communication, daily living skills, leisure and hobbies, social skills, relationships, print access, education and employment
·  to advise clients of their entitlement to benefits, allowances and community services
· to minimise the impact of the deafblindness on the person’s community participation, through educating community groups about deafblindness and the techniques for communicating with and guiding someone who is deafblind
· to minimise the social and emotional impact of deafblindness through provision of counselling and peer support
We can provide a range of services, which may include one or more of the following:

· information about deafblindness and specialist equipment and resources
· Individual assessment to better grasp an adult’s strengths and needs

· life skills programs such as independence skills, leisure, social skills

· advice and training in communication techniques
· training in specialist equipment such as CCTV, telebraille
· training in braille and computer-based technology to increase access to information and reduce isolation
· provision of counselling and/or peer support to assist with managing the emotional impact of deafblindness
· information and advise on accessible social/recreational activities

· awareness/training program on the skills needed in working with people who are deafblind

Who is eligible for deafblind services?

Vision Australia offers support to people who are deafblind.  Access to interpreter services is an integral part of service delivery.
